St. Lucie County Receives National Recognition for Discount Drug Program 
The St. Lucie County Board of County Commissioners recently received an award from 
the National Association of Counties (NACo) for the county’s promotion and 
implementation of the national Discount Prescription Drug Card Program. St. Lucie 
County was recognized at this year’s Nice conference as one of the Top 10 counties in 
the country for the utilization of the program. Residents have saved more than $2.6 
million on their prescription drugs since St. Lucie County began promoting the free 
Discount Prescription Drug Card Program in 2006. The number of prescriptions filled 
each month has increased from 1,281 to 11,656 with residents receiving an average 
savings of 20 percent on their medication. More than 5,000 St. Lucie County residents 
currently participate in this program, which also offers discounts on prescriptions for 
pets. Applications for the free Discount Prescription Drug Card Program can be found in 
most St. Lucie County government buildings, libraries and local pharmacies.

Navy UDT-SEAL Muster 
Each year on Veteran's Day weekend (this year, it is Saturday, Nov.15), the National 
Navy UDT-SEAL Museum hosts its annual ''Muster.'' During this time, SEALs from all 
over the country convene at the Navy UDT-SEAL Museum to see friends and 
Teammates, as well as provide the American public a unique glimpse into the world of 
Special Operations and Naval Special Warfare. Saturday is the highpoint of the weekend. 
The activities start off in the morning with a 5K run/walk. This run/walk is right on the 
beach, and contestants will have the opportunity to test their ability and stamina against 
former and current SEALs. After the race, there is a Veteran's Day Ceremony which 
features the US Navy Parachute Team, the ''Leapfrogs,'' demonstrating their superior 
skills by parachuting directly onto the grounds. The Leapfrogs jump from approximately 
12,000 feet and after gliding for approximately 2-3 miles, they deploy their chutes and 
conduct a series of intricate choreographed maneuvers. There is also a live 
demonstration featuring Navy SEAL commandos conducting a helicopter assault, building 
takedown and other demonstrations highlighting their capabilities and typical mission 
scenarios. Because of the clandestine nature of their missions, these demonstrations 
provide a rare insight into the Navy SEALs and what they do. The Ceremony includes an 
address by a keynote speaker. In addition to the keynote speakers, there are other 
celebrity SEALs attending Muster. This year, Richard Mackowicz, host of 
''FutureWeapons'' and author of the best-selling book ''Unleash the Warrior Within'' will 
be speaking and signing autographs. Also in attendance will be Mr. Richard Marcinko, 
author of the ''Rogue Warrior'' series, as well as RDML. Edward G. Winters, commander 
of Naval Special Warfare.

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Historical Museum Hosts Native American Day 
In celebration of National Native American Heritage month and the opening of the new special exhibit: “Imag(in)ing 
the Seminole,” the St. Lucie County Historical Museum will host its annual Native American History Day on 
Saturday, Nov. 22 from 10 a.m. - 4 p.m. In relation with the national theme "Celebrating Tribal Nations: America's 
Great Partners,” the program will feature lectures, demonstrations and hands-on activities that deal with the 
Treasure Coast’s two Native American tribes, the Ais and the Seminoles. A hands-on exhibit and demonstration of 
Ais artifacts will be featured. Visitors will also get a chance to throw an arrow from an atlatl and experience fiber 
weaving and pottery making just as the Ais did for thousands of years. In the museum’s Seminole encampment, 
visitors can learn about the Florida Seminoles including their origins, lifestyles and cultural traditions. The event will 
also feature the opening of the new special exhibit: “Imag(in)ing the Seminole.” This exhibit explores the way in 
which photographers documented the Seminoles and their culture throughout the 19th and 20th Centuries and how 
these photographs have altered society's view of the tribe. Complementing the exhibit will be highlights from the 
museum's extensive Seminole clothing and artifact collections as well as a mini-exhibit on local photographer Harry 
Hill, who photographed the Seminoles in St. Lucie County. The exhibit will run through February 2009. A lecture 
on the history and importance of corn or maize in the Native American world will also be part of at the event. 
Other vendors include the St. Lucie Historical Society and members of the Seminole tribe. Regular museum 
admission will be charged for this event. Admission is: $4 for adults, $3.50 for seniors over 65, and $1.50 for 
children 6-17 years and college students.
