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Building Permitting Services

WORK COVERED PRIOR TO INSPECTION:
[bookmark: _GoBack]In the event a component requiring inspection has been covered during construction without inspection, the Building Official or their designee may require a Licensed Independent Inspection service, Registered Engineer, or Registered Architect verify the component/s were installed per the Florida Building Code and the reviewed plans.

We must be provided the credentials of the person(s) performing the verification inspections, whether a Florida Registered Engineer, Florida Registered Architect, or the appropriate Florida Statute 468 part XII license for the representative, if using an inspection firm.

Provide the method(s) of verification to be utilized and the scheduled time and date of the verification inspection(s), including a statement of the intent to meet the requirements of the applicable edition and volume of the Florida Building Code and the design shown on the plans reviewed by St Lucie County.

The report shall be on the letterhead for the responsible company, and include the following information:
1. Permit Number
2. Address of the project
3. Date of the inspection(s)
4. Specific items inspected
5. Method used to determine compliance
6. Statement verifying compliance with the Florida Building Code and reviewed plans
7. Name and License number of the person inspecting and the person signing and sealing the letter.


More than three occurrences of work covered without the required inspection within 12 months will generate a complaint to be filed against the contractor with the St Lucie County Contractors Licensing Board and the Department of Business and Professional Regulation (DBPR). 
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
